Intended Use 7.0

The Adjustable Comfort Plus combines all the features of the Comfort Plus
with an adjustable triple pad head support that is designed to:

e  Supply a resting position, or support against gravity in tilt or recline.
e  Provide individually adjustable side pads to help control lateral flexion.
e  Offer adjustable lateral support more than 45° from a flat position.

e  Add necessary head support during automotive transport.

e  Easily accommodate the addition of position components and accessories to provide
extra clinical interventions.

Parts and Accessories 8.0

Each seat back mount will come with the following:

Two 1/4-20 X 3/4” Socket Head Screws

Four 10-32 X 3/4” Socket Head Screws for mounting to the seat back

1. Drill the necessary holes in the seat back.

2. Insert the 1/4-20 and/or the 10-32 Socket Head Screws through the designated
holes in the seat back mount and through the seat back. (A)

3. Fasten with nuts on the opposite side.




Mounting Headrest to Hardware 9.0

To install Multi Axis or Link Hardware to the headrest:

1. Place the 1” ball into the designated socket in the rear of the headrest.
2. Place the split ring around the 1” ball.

3. Insert the three socket head screws (B) through the ring and into the threaded
holes in the rear of the headrest.

4. Tighten screws with a 5/32 hex key.

There are three points of adjustment on the multi axis hardware:

e Angle
e  Fore/Aft

e  Rotational Adjustment

To adjust:

1. Lightly loosen the socket head screws and flat head screw in the triangle (C).

2. Set desired position and retighten screws.

Mounting Headrest to Hardware 9.0

There are three points of angle adjustment on the link hardware.
To adjust angles (D):

1. Lightly loosen the flat head screws.
2. Set desired angles and retighten screws.

To use the flip down function (with link hardware/offset link hardware):

1. Pull down on the red sleeve (E) the hardware will flip down.
2. The hardware will automatically lock into place when returning to the upright position.

Mounting Headrest to Hardware 9.0

The standard straight hardware* offers fore/aft adjustment. To adjust:

1. Lightly loosen the socket head screws (F).

2. Set to desired position and retighten screws.

),

All headrests, aside from their standard adjustability, also offers height

adjustment via the seat back mount.

First Time Use 10.0

During first time use by the client, it is advised that the dealer or service
technician assists and explains the configuration to the customer (the user

and/or the attendant). If needed, the dealer can make final adjustments.

The Adjustable Comfort Plus Headrest should only be prescribed and fitted by
qualified health care professionals.

It is important that the customer is fully aware of the installation and how the
headrest can be adjusted in order to gain the best positioning possible. As a
dealer, proceed as follows:

e  Explain and show the customer how you have executed the installation, and explain
the function.

Have the user test the position of the Adjustable Comfort Plus Headrest:

e [sthe headrest in the proper position for the client?
e Can the user safely operate the chair?

e Isthe placement of the Adjustable Comfort Plus in an optimal position for the user?

If needed, adjust the Adjustable Comfort Plus to the proper position.

Explain to the customer any possible issues and how to address them.

The Adjustable Comfort Plus is intended for use as installed by the dealer, in

accordance to the installation instructions in this manual:

e The foreseen conditions of use are communicated by the dealer or service technician to
the user and/or attendant during the first time use.

e [f the conditions of use change significantly, please contact your dealer or a qualified
service technician to avoid excessive wear and tear or unintended damage.



Maintenance 11.0

e  Periodically check the hardware for loose screws or worn parts.

®  Check the headrest for any foam breakdown and/or metal coming through the foam. This
could be potentially dangerous for the client.

e  To wash the headrest cover, remove the cover from the headrest. Machine wash in cold
water, delicate cycle, and drip dry.
